Field–Based Experience: Visiting/observing Dual 

Language classrooms in the context of language arts  

 
 

Course Description  

This course examines the methods and resources for teaching biliteracy in dual 

language elementary classrooms. It focuses on the application of biliteracy in 

learning theories, methods of evaluation and consideration of individual 

differences, instructional practices contextualized in biliteracy curriculum 

development, and knowledge of state and national standards for Language Arts 

and Reading in Spanish and English. Students will design, implement, assess and 

critique biliteracy instruction, with an emphasis on effectively engaging dual 

language students. This course is taught in Spanish. 

 
 

Course Purpose  

This course is designed to prepare future teachers on the organization of a 

language arts program in a biliteracy context - planning, teaching, and assessing 

language arts through two languages, biliteracy, specifically in dual language 

contexts, developing the Science of Teaching Reading (STR) in Spanish and English 

in biliteracy settings. 
 

Students will develop foundational knowledge of reading and writing through a 

language arts curriculum and apply it in planning for a lesson. Students will plan 

for and implement  cross linguistic connections of the two language and literacy 

environments in Reading Language Arts (RLA) in Spanish and English: Spanish 

Language Arts and Reading (SLAR)/English Language Arts and Reading (ELAR) 

standards:  (1) Foundational language skills; (2) Comprehension skills; (3) Response 

skills; (4) Multiple genres; (5) Author’s Purpose and Craft; (6) Composition; and (7) 

Inquiry and Research.                  

Bilingual Target Language Proficiency Test [BTLPT] An important component 

for this course is supporting the growth and development of the Spanish language 

proficiency for bilingual teachers.  As such, all assignments for this course will 
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incorporate all language domains in Spanish (listening, speaking, reading, writing), will 

stress accent marks, grammar, syntax and vocabulary, and will also require practiced 

reading.  Information regarding the BTLPT Exam and links to practice guides are 

provided on BlackBoard.

These experiences will materialize through classroom observations and 

micro lesson planning for teachings.  Observations will focus on the evidence of Planning 

and Preparation; Teaching methodologies; Use of resources; Classroom routines; 

Assessment for learning; and Student engagement.  You will also view assigned videos and 

conduct classroom observations in language arts in biliteracy contexts with emergent 

bilingual learners.  
 

You will write reflections on these practices that will include: (1) What and why the teacher 

implements specific activities; (2) Evidence and analysis of planning, preparation, lesson 

sequencing, and instructional and assessment strategies; and (3) How the observation/ 

learning influenced your thinking about teaching and learning.  

Reflective practices are an essential ingredient in your preparation. You write about how 

you understood what you observed – connections made, as well as any questions on what 

you observed.  At the end of the semester, one of your reflections will be submitted and 

used as part of your official record to meet the requirements of TEA.
