COURSE DESCRIPTION (3 credit hours)

This course is an introduction to education for emergent bilingual students, specifically ELs (English
learners who are proficient in a language other than English and are learning English in school). This
course focuses on the theory and practice of bilingual education and of the instruction of English as a
second language. Included are the identification of program models in bilingual /ESL education; their
historical, legislative, and philosophical foundations; instructional frameworks for various programs; and,
in particular, the implementation of bilingual instruction with US-Mexico border populations.

de Texas. Todos los educadores- educacion general, primaria, secundaria, preparatoria, alfabetizacion,
educacion especial, educacion para superdotados, educacion bilingiie, educacion ESL, consejeros, y
administradores- comparten la responsabilidad en la escolaridad de estudiantes bilingiies.

The “CEL” designation for this course stands for “Community Engagement & Leadership” and is part of a
new certificate program in the College of Liberal Arts (full details to be provided at the start of the

OBJETIVOS DE APRENDIZAJE DEL CURSO

El objetivo de este curso es que los estudiantes desarrollen una comprension de los siguientes temas y
que tengan la habilidad de comenzar a practicar este aprendizaje en todas las dreas de ensefianza:

e Examine the legal foundations and landmark cases of bilingual education and the education of
emergent bilinguals, including federal and state level policies

e (Gain a deeper understanding of dual language /bilingual /ESL program models and philosophical
orientation.

e Examine the ways that emergent bilinguals are positioned, learn about asset-based approaches to
nurturing their languages/languaging and bilingualism.

e (ain a deeper understanding of language ideologies.

e (ain a deeper understanding of the language acquisition process.

e Develop an understanding of content-area instruction, the role of L1 and L2; and translanguaging
as a stance and a pedagogical tool.

e Develop an understanding assessment practices in conjunction with emergent bilinguals’ language
proficiency and content knowledge (TELPAS, ELPS).

Interaccion Comunitaria[160 points; 8 Community Interactions at 20 points each]

Las interacciones comunitarias usando los materiales del curso son oportunidades multimodales
(Participacion/interaccion en el salon de clase, respuestas escritas, y la produccion de materiales en clase) que les
permitiran interactuar con los materiales semanales dentro del salon de clase, con sus compaferos y ustedes
mismos. Las interacciones comunitarias con los materiales del curso tendran el siguiente formato:

Court Cases That Shaped Bilingual Education [30 points]

In this group project, students will research and present on landmark court cases that have significantly
influenced bilingual education in the United States. Each group will create a slide presentation that
highlights 3-5 key legal cases, explaining the background, legal arguments, outcomes, and long-term
impacts on educational policy and practice. The presentation should be visually engaging, well-organized,
and delivered collaboratively by all group members.

Purpose and Importance of the Assignment
Understanding the legal foundations of bilingual education is essential for grasping how language rights,
equity, and access have evolved in the U.S. education system. This assignment helps students:

e Explore the intersection of law and education, especially how court decisions shape classroom
practices and student rights.

e Develop research and critical thinking skills by analyzing legal texts and historical contexts.

e Enhance collaboration and communication through group work and public speaking.

En la participacién comunitaria los estudiantes colaboraran con maestras/os mentoras/es y estudiantes bilingilies
emergentes por un minimo de 20 horas durante el semestre en las primarias Hart y Frederick Douglass. Estas horas
van a contar a sus 50 horas de experiencia de campo de pre residencia requeridas por el estado.

Alo largo de la participacion comunitaria y dependiendo de las experiencias docentes que estudiantes han tenido
(por ejemplo muchos son sustitutos/as, tutores/as, asistentes/as y habra otros/as sin experiencia en un salén de
clases) podran colaborar en los siguientes contextos: trabajar individualmente con estudiantes, trabajar en grupos
pequenos, trabajar con toda la clase, participar/observar en las clases especiales (educacion fisica, musica, arte,
etc.), platicar con sus maestras/os mentoras/es sobre su curriculo y pedagogia durante su tiempo de planeacion.
También los estudiantes tendran la oportunidad de ensefiar una actividad basada en un libro acompafiante que
escogen en colaboracién con sus maestras/os mentoras/es.

Los objetivos de la participacién comunitaria son:
(1) Apoyar las necesidades de estudiantes bilingiies emergentes en nuestra comunidad
(2) Desarrollar relaciones profesionales con las primarias Hart y Frederick Douglass en El Paso ISD
(3) Conocer al contexto comunitario de las primarias Hart y Frederick Douglass en El Paso ISD
