B.) Chapter Quiz (11) 45 pts each Total 495 pts
Chapter quizzes will consist of 25 randomly selected multiple-choice and true/false questions each.

You will have two (2) attempts and thirty (30) minutes to complete each quiz.

If taken, the result of the second attempt, even if lower than the first, will be recorded.

C.) Discussion Board (12) 15 pts each Total 180 pts
A minimum of three (3) posts are required within each discussion board forum. Initial posts

are worth up to 10 points each. You must also reply to at least two others. Each reply post
is worth up to 2.5 points. Posts must demonstrate an understanding of and objective application
of terms and concepts in chapter readings. Posts must also address everything required by the prompt.

D.) Exams (2) 150 pts each Total 300 pts

Each exam—Exam 1 (Chapters 1 — 6) and Final (Chapters 7 — 11)—will consist of 60 randomly selected
multiple choice and true/false questions. You will have two attempts and seventy-five (75) minutes to complete
the exam. If taken, the result of the second attempt, even if lower than the first, will be recorded.
